· Identified some problems, fixed them, but this slowed down the progress, so now behind
· Future Fire Scenarios method failed
· V1 RB inventory: 6 million acress total area burned vs. 2014 base year 4 million acres burned
· This seems reasonable since 2014 was a quiet wildfire year
· State results look reasonable, too
· Currently running more simulations and creating more charts to examine
· Tom: 2014 EI is in Shakeout v1 and v2 runs; RB EI will be in RB model run
· Tom: Would Matt like to present in Sept. RH webinar?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Matt: Yes, also presenting at NEI conference
· Tom: modelers changed the due date for RB (in 2 weeks)
